Medication Procedures
Please oversee all medication that students bring to the outdoor school.  Any serious medical conditions or students with special needs, should be discussed with the program director prior to your visit to determine if that student needs to be accompanied by an aide.  All medications should be collected from the students before leaving school with the exception of 1 inhaler and/or 1 Epi-pen (if a student has either/both of these, they should keep one with them at all times in their backpack, and turn in 1 extra to the teachers to pass off to our medic at Sempervirens.)  Students will be given an opportunity to turn in any additional medication during the evening meal on the first night of program.  No medications with the exception of asthma inhalers and Epi-pens are to be in the cabins. This includes Tylenol, prescription creams, antibiotic ointments, cough drops, etc.
Times to dispense medications.
Medications will be dispensed by the Sempervirens Medic or Director during breakfast, dinner and campfire.  
On the trail
Medications that need to be taken at lunch time will be given to the naturalist to dispense while on trail.
Asthma Medications and Epi Pens

Children who use inhalers may keep their inhalers with them at all times.  Parents should be encouraged to send an extra inhaler along in case the child misplaces the original.  Any breathing machines or special devices need to be discussed with the program director.

Children who arrive with Epi-pens are required to carry 1 with them at all times.  The child should meet with the teacher, counselor and site director to discuss the carrying and potential use of the pen.  Parents should send an additional Epi-pen to be stored in the infirmary.     

Our Medicine Cabinet
Sempervirens has a well-stocked medicine cabinet.  When you arrive at outdoor school, the site director will review our policies and procedures regarding first aid.  
Please Note:

1. While we appreciate your assistance with children who are feeling ill or homesick, please leave all first aid pertaining to injuries to Sempervirens staff members.  Our staff is certified in first aid and CPR.  Limit your liability.

2. Under no circumstances is a counselor to dispense medication.
